From the School Nurse
Especially important are emergency

medication orders, i.e. – Epi-pens,
Benadryl, inhalers and glucagon. All med-
ication orders must be renewed every
school year (please see the nurse for a
form).

Any student with a life-threatening
health concern must have an emergency
care plan reviewed every year by the stu-
dent’s doctor.

Screenings: All students are screened
for vision, hearing and scoliosis according
to the following schedule. Parents will be
notif ied by letter if any of the nurse’s find-
ings need to be followed up by their child’s
healthcare provider.

• Vision: Grades K,1, 2, 3, 5, 7,10 
and all new students.

• Hearing: Grades K,1, 3, 5, 7,10 
and all new students.

• Scoliosis (curvature of the spine),
grades 5-9.Children receiving physicals
from their own healthcare provider are not
re-screened for scoliosis because that is part
of the physical exam. Scoliosis screening

Immunizations: Before your child
begins school, the New York State
Education Department requires written
proof of the required immunizations as fol-
lows:

• DPT (3 doses),Polio (3 doses),
Hepatitis B (3 doses).

• MMR (2 doses),Varicella (1 dose).
• Tdap when your child is 11 years 

old and entering 6th grade.
State mandated immunization records

should be turned into the school Main
Office or the Health Office for all new stu-
dents and any time a mandated immuniza-
tion is given to your child.

Please submit your child’s immuniza-
tion record and current physical examina-
tion ASAP. Also, current medication
orders for all medications would be appreci-
ated ASAP. It is critical that all immuniza-
tion records and emergency medication
orders (along with the medications), be
received by the school nurse BEFORE the
start of school!  Call the Main Office for
the nurse’s limited summer hours.

is usually conducted in February during
gym class. A notice will be sent out either
by newsletter or separate flier to notify par-
ents of this.

Physical Examinations: All new
entrants and re-enrolling students in Grades
K, 2, 4, 7 and 10 are required by state law
to have a physical with the required form
filled out, signed and dated by the doctor
and returned to the school nurse ASAP. In
order for a physical to be able to be used for
the 2011-2012 school year, it must be done
on or after September 1,2010.
