From the School Nurse
- Severe sore throat, with fever or

lethargy, lasting longer than 48 hours
(contact healthcare provider).

Reminder: If your child has had a
throat culture for strep, he/she may
NOT be in school until the results are
known. If your child is diagnosed with
strep, he/she MUST be on antibiotics
48 hours before returning to school.
The school nurse must be notified if
your child is being tested for strep,
regardless ofthe results.

- Red, runny eyes until cleared as
non-contagious by a healthcare
provider.

- Severe ear pain or drainage
from the ear (contact your healthcare
provider).

- Severe headache, especially if
accompanied by a fever(contact your
healthcare provider).

- Honey-crusted sores around the
nose or mouth which might be impeti-
go(contact your healthcare provider).

- Significant rash accompanied by
a fever, sore throat, stomach ache, or a
rash in various stages including boils,
sores & bumps that might be chicken-
pox(contact your healthcare provider).

- Students with a fever of 100.4°F
or greater must remain homeand must
not return to school until they have

Scoliosis Screening – Attention par-
ents of students in grades 5-9 who do
not have a current physical dated after
January 1, 2008 for their child: The
school nurse will conduct a visual exam-
ination for scoliosis (curvature of the
spine). The exam is done during the
physical education class (gym class) dur-
ing the months ofFebruary and March.

Cold & F lu Season – Wash your
hands, cover your mouth and nose when
you sneeze, throw away your tissues
promptly and then wash your hands!
Inf luenza (the flu) is easily transmitted
through the air (i.e. sneezing) & close
personal contact. Cold & f lu viruses
can linger on doorknobs, telephone
receivers and other surfaces. It is impor-
tant to wash your hands frequently & tr y
to avoid rubbing your eyes or nose or
putting your hands around your mouth.

To Stay at Home or Not – The deci-
sion to keep your child home from
school is not always clear-cut. Most
often your child will do f ine in school
with a little encouragement and a box of
tissues. Here are some guidelines to use
in determining whether your child
should stay at home:

- Any condition that you think or
know is contagious to others.

- Child is too ill or sleepy or
lethargic to sit all day in school.

been fever-free(without fever-lowering
medication) for 24 hours.

Cold Weather – Parents, please make
sure that your children (even teens!) are
dressed appropriately for the weather. A
wind-resistant jacket/coat (& wind
pants/snow pants for younger students)
is the best protection against wind chill
(especially with wind chills less than -
10°F). Exposed skin can freeze (frost
bite) in 30 minutes at -25°F.

Elementary students should have
boots, hat, mittens/gloves, and a scarfor
other face covering with them for recess.
Recess for elementary students is limited
when wind chill is less than 20°F. One
more thing to consider: NY State Law
requires buses to be turned off after 5
minutes of idling due to emissions.
That means that the bus will be cold,
and your child needs to be dressed
appropriately for the weather.

Health Insurance– Free or low cost
health insurance for your child called
“Child Health Plus” is a NYS program
administered by Excellus Blue Cross/
Blue Shield. Coverage includes regular
well-child doctor visits, inpatient hospi-
tal services, prescription drugs and over-
the-counter drugs. Enroll with ease –
There are some eligibility requirements
that need to be met in order to enroll.
For help with the enrollment process,
call Excellus Blue Cross/Blue Shield for
an appointment at 1-800-716-4885.
